Savabeel’s foremost position represents a major sire award coup for us, as not only does he lead the Dewar Award, but WS 
barnmates O'Reilly and Pins are doing the biz on the Grosvenor Award (NZ Earnings) and Centaine Award (Global Earnings) 
also.

Bred by River City resident Chris Turner and WS, Sharbeela is raced on lease by Turner, trainer Gary Barlow and a syndicate of 
delighted first time owners including Anthony Dellabarca, Phillip Dellabarca, Ron Scott, Peter Reid, Helen Henkes and Lance Gay. 
  
Prior to yesterday’s maiden win, the super consistent 3YO had weighed in for her connections no fewer than seven times in her 
10 previous career starts. 
  
Sharbeela is a daughter of the Oak Ridge mare Sahrhys, who won four races including the Gr.3 Lowland Stakes. She has 
done a good job at stud with the star of her brood so far being the Pins mare Rhysess, whose five career victories featured the 
Gr.3
